CATEGORY THAT ALLOWS AT-GRADE INTERSECTIONS ALONG

DIRECT PRIVATE ACCESS UNLESS NO OTHER REASONABLE
ALTERNATIVE ACCESS EXISTS AND THEN THE ACCESS POINT

THE CATEGORY 3 DESIGNATION IS LESS RESTRICTIVE THAN
THE CATEGORY 2 DESIGNATION; HOWEVER THE “3H” PLACES
A HIGH EMPHASIS ON LEFT-TURNS IN AND OUT OF ALL
PRIVATE ACCESS DRIVEWAYS, CONSEQUENTLY, ONLY LOW
